o  Singular: Use HAY + a singular noun.
Example: "Hay una cama." (There is a bed.)
o  Plural: Use HAY + a plural noun.
Example: "Hay dos ventanas." (There are two
windows.)
e  You don’t need to conjugate HAY; it’s the same for all
subjects.
o  Example: "Hay un armario."” (There is a wardrobe.)
e  [fthe quantity is unknown, use the word unos/unas (some):
Example: "Hay unos libros." (There are some books.)
