The present perfect is used to talk about actions that:

1.  Happened recently.
o Example: This morning | had breakfast early.
2. Have a connection to the present, even if the action has
already happened.
o Example: | have studied Spanish for two years.

The preterite is used to:

1. Talk about actions completed at a specific time in the past.

o Example: Yesterday, | went to the movies.
2. Actions that no longer have a connection to the present.
o Example: I lived in Mexico five years ago.
