day.
+ FORMAL (For teachers, strangers, older people)

Buenos dias — Good morning
Bl Buenas tardes — Good afternoon
Buenas noches — Good evening

+ INFORMAL (For friends, family, casual situations)
Yy jHola! — Hi!

*® Qué onda! (Mexico) — What's up?

< jQué tal! — How’s it going?
